Determination of Effect.  
� In Washington State, all US coastal marine waters from the mouth of the Columbia River to Cape Flattery and the Strait of Juan de Fuca from a 60 fathom (~ 110 m) depth relative to the line of Mean Lower Low Water (MLLW) and shoreward to the area that is inundated by MLLW or to the COLREGS demarcation lines delineating the boundary between estuarine and marine habitats (see 74 FR 52340).  The Strait of Juan de Fuca critical habitat includes all US marine waters from Cape Flattery east to a line in Jefferson and Island counties connecting Point Wilson and Partridge Point; south of lines in San Juan and Skagit counties connecting the US-Canada border and Pile Point (San Juan Island), Cattle Point (San Juan Island), Davis Point (Lopez Island), Fidalgo Head (Fidalgo Island) and Lopez Island (74 FR 52345).


� In Washington State, the lower Columbia River estuary (from the mouth of the Columbia River upstream to RKM 74), Willapa Bay and Grays Harbor up to the line of mean higher high water, including certain tributaries upstream to the had of tide.  The tributaries with the longitude/latitude of their upstream head of tide is found at 74 FR 52530.  
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
