Biological Assessment), the Corps will transmit the SPIF to the
Services for review. Within 30 days of receipt of the SPIF, the
Services will approve the project if it meets the PBA criteria or
slightly deviates from the criteria but falls within the scope and
range of impacts considered in their biological opinion. For
projects deviating outside the range of the biological opinion, the
Services will complete an individual consultation which will
generally take longer than 30 days. The Section 7 ESA
consultation is only one part of the permit evaluation process.
Using the programmatic consultation will reduce the processing
time, however, there are other evaluation factors that must be
completed before a permit decision can be made.
