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SEATTLE – The U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Seattle District will hold a public meeting Thursday, June 15, at 7:00 p.m. at the Cottonwood Inn & Suites, Highway 2 East, Glasgow, Mont. to provide residents with an overview of the planned Military Munitions Response Program Site Investigations at The Former Glasgow Army Air Field, The Former Glasgow Pattern Bombing Range, The Former Lewistown Pattern Bombing Ranges, and The Former Great Falls Pattern Bombing Range.  The real estate rights of entries that the Corps is requesting to pursue these investigations will also be discussed.  The site investigations fall under the Department of Defense Formerly Used Defense Sites program, commonly known as FUDS.  

The site investigations will be conducted in the fall of 2006 by a Corps contractor, Shaw Environmental & Infrastructure, Inc.  The necessary work requires access to the identified properties to perform visual inspections and possible soil and or water sampling.  

The site investigations will be used to determine if future clean up, including clean up of possible hazardous and toxic waste, is necessary. The Corps cleans up contaminated sites to comply with federal, state, and local environmental laws and regulations. 

To begin the site investigations, in early July the Corps will mail requests to property owners for permission, called Rights of Entry, to access site investigation areas of concern.  Owners are requested to sign a Department of Army Environmental Assessment and Response request form.  These Rights of Entries are required in order for the Corps to conduct the Military Munitions Response Program Site Investigations.  The Corps is asking property owners to mail their completed forms back by 30 July 2006.   

The site investigations will begin as early as October 2006, with the findings reported by January 2007.
