ADDITIONAL INFORMATION SUPPORTING NJD: The 32 acre siteisirregular in shape and occupies the southwestern
portion of the PACCAR property. The remainder of the site is occupied by atruck testing facility. The siteis currently

undevel oped and primarily vegetated with native forest. Property slopes generally downhill from north to south. Surrounding
vicinity has been moderately developed for commercial use. The site is bounded on the west by Farm-to-Market Road, on the
south side by a gravel road, and on the remaining sides by the PACCAR testing facility. Wetlands in question are scattered
across the property. Previous land use on the site consisted of logging activities (25-30 years ago). Total acreage of wetlands on
siteis 3.5 acres of wetlands. Wetlands designated A, B, C, H, M, N, P, and Q (0.10 of an acre) do not have a surface water
connection to other navigable or interstate waters of the U. S or tributaries of waters of the U. S. These wetlands are not used for
interstate commerce including recreational activities, commercia fishing activities, or used for industrial purposes. Additional,
jurisdictional wetlands exist on the site; no final determination has been made for these areas.
