
In accordance with the requirements of
the National Environmental Policy Act,
the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers
(Corps), Seattle District and Bureau of
Reclamation (Reclamation), Pacific
Northwest Region, have completed the
Draft Upper Columbia Alternative Flood
Control and Fish Operations Environmen-
tal Impact Statement (UCEIS). The overall
goal of the UCEIS is to evaluate effects
of alternative flood control that is intended
to provide reservoir and flow conditions
at and below Libby and Hungry Horse
Dams for anadromous and resident fish
listed as threatened or endangered under
the ESA.  Provision of these conditions
is to be consistent with authorized project
purposes, including maintaining the
current level of flood control benefits.
