1. DESCRIPTION OF SERVICES. The contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, tools, materials,
vehicles, supervision, and other items and services necessary to perform refuse and recycling services at Lake
Washington Ship Canal. The contractor shall perform to the standards in the contract as well as all local, state, and
federal regulations. Estimated workload factors are in Appendix A.

1.1. COLLECTION REQUIREMENTS.

1.1.1. Routes/Schedules Submittals. The contractor shall establish vehicle routes and collection schedules. They
are submitted to the contracting officer five (5) calendar days prior to start of contract performance. The contracting
officer must approve the submittals prior to the contractor starting work. The contractor shall collect all refuse,
garbage, and recyclable material. No changes are allowed to the schedule or haul route without contracting officer
approval. Frequency tables are located at Appendix A.

1.1.2. Unscheduled Collections. The contracting officer may require the contractor to make unscheduled
collection, disposals, and relocation of containers for special events or other occasions. The contractor will respond
within 24 hours of the event. Unscheduled services shall be by separate delivery order IAW CLIN 0002.

1.1.3. Inclement Weather Schedule. The contractor shall collect refuse and recyclable material during periods of
inclement weather. In cases of severe weather, the contracting officer may authorize exceptions. When exceptions
are granted, the contractor shall make up all missed collections within 24 hours after the severe weather has
terminated, unless the contracting officer authorizes additional time.

1.1.4. Route Parameters. The contractor shall access the collection area through the facility's north gate, upon
calling the main office on site. Collection shall be made between the hours of 7 a.m. and 3 p.m., on weekdays only.
Collection outside these hours shall require prior approval of the contracting officer.

1.1.5. Pointsof Collection. Collection stations for refuse and recyclable materials are all located a short distance
from the north gate, on the east boundary of the facility. The contractor shall position bulk containers for customer
ease in depositing refuse. This may require repositioning of containers from time to time. The contractor shall also
position containers to minimize interference with adjacent parking areas and other potential obstructions.

1.1.6. Cubic Yard Capacity. Proposed capacity of containers is indicated in Appendix A. The government
reserves the right to change the cubic yard capacity at any collection station or change the number of collection
stations as long as it does not increase the overall total cubic yard capacity requirement of this SOW.

The contractor shall return the containers to their original
location after servicing, in an upright position with the lids securely in place (closed). The contractor will also be
responsible for immediately cleaning up any spills, debris, etc., which may occur during servicing of containers. All
refuse on the ground within ten feet of the container, whether spilled by the contractor or placed there by facility
personnel, shall be picked up by the contractor during collection. The contractor shall collect debris placed at
collection stations; for example, tree branches, sacks, cartons, boxes, cans, tied bundles, or other containers. The
contractor will be responsible for keeping collection areas free of refuse and debris.

1.1.9. Weighing of Vehicles. All vehicles used in the collection of refuse and recyclable materials shall be weighed
on state certified scales at the landfill. Incoming and outgoing vehicle weights shall be recorded on weigh tickets
provided by the operator at the weigh station

1.2. RECYCLABLE MATERIALSPROCESSING. The contractor shall provide all recycling bins. Contractor
shall also provide transportation and delivery of recyclable material from the facility to an off-project recycling
center.
