1.0 INTRODUCTION

The Seattle District U.S. Army Corps of Engineers ("the Corps"), is providing support to the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency Region 10 (“EPA”) related to environmental cleanup actions at the Bunker
Hill Superfund site. This statement of work (SOW) details the work to be performed in preparing
photographic and video documentation of properties undergoing cleanup activities generally within the
Bunker Hill “Box” (3X7 mile area centered on Pinehurst, Smelterville and Kellogg, Idaho).
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1.1 Objectives

The Contractor shall coordinate with the Corps’ Contract Officer's Representative (COR), attend meetings,
take photographs and record video images of properties prior to commencement of clean-up activities and
after clean-up activities are complete, provide prints and viewable recordings of the properties to the COR in
the specified format. Photos and videos shall depict the condition of each property in sufficient detail to
allow comparison between the state of site features before and after construction.

2.0 CONTRACTOR SERVICES

Denmlitarization, nodification
renovation, denolition, and mmi ntenance operations on sensitive ordnance, explosives and
incendiary materials. All operations involving regrading and cleaning of artillery
ranges.

A 4 percent differential is applicable to enployees enployed in a position that
represents

a | ow degree of hazard when working with, or in close proximty to ordance, (or enployees
possi bly adjacent to) explosives and incendiary materials which involves potential injury
such as laceration of hands, face, or arms of the enployee engaged in the operation
irritation of the skin, mnor burns and the like; mniml danage to i nmedi ate or adjacent
wor k area or equi pnent being used. All operations involving, unloading, storage, and
haul i ng of ordance, explosive, and incendiary ordnance material other than small arns
ammunition. These differentials are only applicable to work that has been specifically
desi gnated by the agency for ordance, explosives, and incendiary material differentia
pay.

** UNI FORM ALLOWANCE **

If enployees are required to wear uniforns in the performance of this contract (either by
the terms of the Governnent contract, by the enployer, by the state or local law, etc.),
the cost of furnishing such uniforns and naintaining (by |aundering or dry cleaning) such
uniforms is an expense that may not be borne by an enpl oyee where such cost reduces the
hourly rate below that required by the wage determ nation. The Departnent of Labor will

The contractor or subcontractor is required to furnish all enployees with an adequate
nunmber of wuniforms without cost or to reinmburse enployees for the actual cost of the

In addition, where uniformcleaning and maintenance is made the responsibility
of the enployee, all contractors and subcontractors subject to this wage determ nation
shall (in the absence of a bona fide collective bargaining agreement providing for a

di fferent anount, or the furnishing of contrary affirmative proof as to the actual cost),
rei mburse all enployees for such cleaning and mai ntenance at a rate of $3.35 per week (or

$.67 cents per day). However, in those instances where the uniforns furnished are nade
of

"wash and wear" materials, may be routinely washed and dried with other personal

gar nent s,

and do not require any special treatnent such as dry cleaning, daily washing, or

appropriate
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| evel of skill conparison) between such unlisted classifications and the classifications
listed in the wage determ nation. Such conformed classes of enployees shall be paid the
monet ary wages and furnished the fringe benefits as are determ ned. Such conform ng
process shall be initiated by the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by
such unlisted class(es) of enployees. The conformed classification, wage rate, and/or
fringe benefits shall be retroactive to the comrencenent date of the contract. {See
Section

4.6 (O (vi)} When nmultiple wage determi nations are included in a contract, a separate SF
1444 should be prepared for each wage determ nation to which a class(es) is to be
conf or ned.
