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MULTI-BEAM SELF-DEPLOYING HYDRAULICLY OPERATED TRANSDUCER MOUNT.

This solicitation is for the construction of a mounting bracket for an Elac 1185 multi-beam
transducer. The bracket will be built following the design and materialslist in the accompanying
PDF file. The bracket will beinstalled inan Army Corps 21 ft. survey skiff.

The design concept is for a self-deploying bracket that will rotate thru 270 degrees, transitioning
the transducer from its stowed position inside of the skiff to its surveying position in the water.
Additionally the transducer will be steered by a servonotor, so asto remain aligned with the survey
line as the boat maneuvers. When deployed into it's survey position the bracket must always
return to the exact same alignment and be normal to the top of the single beam transducer housing.

The following requirements must be met in construction and installation.

1. Materials and parts specified in the PDF file will be used for construction unless
specified in the changes section.

2. The mounting bracket will be installed in the skiff in such away that the existing
sonar pole can be leveled to the single beam housing.

3. When deployed, the leveled mounting bracket will be keyed into the outside of the skiff
to prevent movement, and to insure that the mounting bracket always returns to the exact same
alignment, deployment after deployment.

4. When deployed the existing transducer bracket will be at a depth slightly deeper than
the keel of the skiff.

5. Any modifications to the skiff required to make a structurally sound installation will be
included in the total cost of the contract.

6. The contractor will install a Corps supplied 12-volt hydraulic pump on the mounting bracket
and make all hydraulic connections.

7. The mounting bracket will not be permanently installed in the skiff, but shall be removable.

8. When thetransducer isin it’s stowed position no part of the mounting bracket will extend
outside of the skiff, with the exception of the keying point (bracket) on the out side of the boat

9. Contractor will determine dimensions by inspection of the skiff.

(i) Be punished by imposition of fine, imprisonment, or both;
(i) Be subject to administrative remedies, including suspension and debarment; and
(iii) Beineligible for participation in programs conducted under the authority of the Act.
