GENERAL REQUIREMENTS: The contractor shall provide all labor, equipment, materials (except for those items shown in
the list of Government supplied materials attached), and miscellaneous supplies required to repair and perform maintenance to the
debris booms at the Clark Fork Debris Control facility (Drift Y ard) located approximately 3.5 miles northwest of Clark Fork,
Idaho off of State Highway # 200.

The debris booms to receive maintenance and repairs consist of sections of approximately 6400 linear feet of shear booms |ocated
in 3 different locations beginning at the mouth of the Clarks Fork river and ending at the debris collection holding area further
north. Boom structure designations are site“A”, site “B”, and site“C” as shown in the “vicinity map” attachment.

GENERAL REPAIRS: Therepairswill consist of replacing any missing, or damaged 2"x12'” wakway and shear face planking,
and 3"x12” structural cross bracing. Any missing or damaged chain connecting the shear boom sections will be replaced. 5/8“
diameter wire rope supplied by the government will be connected, where possible, at the outer end of each wing log and boom
section to prevent boom sections from drifting away from the dolphins (reference shear boom section detail-drawing DY-2004-1).
All repairs will be done in accordance to Reference Drawing DY-2004-1, unless otherwise stated.

GENERAL MAINTENANCE: Maintenance of boom sections at sites A, B, & C will consist of cleaning debris and vegetation
from boom surfaces.

(2) Under 15 U.S.C. 645(d), any person who misrepresents afirm's status as asmall, HUBZone small, small
disadvantaged, or women-owned small business concern in order to obtain a contract to be awarded under the
preference programs established pursuant to section 8(a), 8(d), 9, or 15 of the Small Business Act or any other
provision of Federal law that specifically references section 8(d) for a definition of program eligibility, shall--

(i) Be punished by imposition of fine, imprisonment, or both;
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(ii) Be subject to administrative remedies, including suspension and debarment; and
(iii) Beineligible for participation in programs conducted under the authority of the Act.

Such documentation may includeaUS
passport, Certificate of UScitizenship (INS Form N-560 or N-561), Certificate of Naturalization (INS Form N-550 or N-
570), foreign passport with 1-551 stamp or attached INS Form 1-94 indicating employment authorization, Alien
Registration Receipt Card with photograph (INS Form [-151 or I-551), Temporary Resident Card (INS Form |-688),
Employment Authorization Card (INS Form 1-688A), Reentry Permit (INS Form 1-327), Refugee Travel Document (INS
Form 1-571), Employment Authorization Document issued by the INS which contains a photograph (INS Form |-
688B).

Conf or mance Process:

The contracting officer shall require that any class of service enployee which is

not listed herein and which is to be enpl oyed under the contract (i.e., the work to

be perforned is not perforned by any classification listed in the wage

determ nation), be classified by the contractor so as to provide a reasonabl e

relationship (i.e., appropriate |evel of skill conparison) between such unlisted

classifications and the classifications listed in the wage determination. Such

conforned cl asses of enployees shall be paid the nonetary wages and furni shed the

fringe benefits as are determ ned. Such conform ng process shall be initiated by

the contractor prior to the performance of contract work by such unlisted class(es)

of enployees. The conforned classification, wage rate, and/or fringe benefits shall

be retroactive to the commencenent date of the contract. {See Section 4.6 (C(vi)}

When nul tiple wage determnations are included in a contract, a separate SF 1444

shoul d be prepared for each wage determi nation to which a class(es) is to be

conf or ned.

The process for preparing a conformance request is as foll ows:

1) Wen preparing the bid, the contractor identifies the need for a conforned

occupation) and conmputes a proposed rate).

2) After contract award, the contractor prepares a witten report listing in order

proposed classification title), a Federal grade equival ency (FGE) for each

proposed cl assification), job description), and rationale for proposed wage

rate), including information regarding the agreement or disagreenent of the

authori zed representati ve of the enpl oyees involved, or where there is no authorized

representative, the enployees thenselves.

4) Wthin 30 days of receipt, the Wage and Hour Division approves, nodifies, or

di sapproves the action via transnmittal to the agency contracting officer, or

notifies the contracting officer that additional time will be required to process the

request.
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5) The contracting officer transmts the Wage and Hour decision to the contractor.
6) The contractor inforns the affected enpl oyees.

Informati on required by the Regul ati ons nust be submtted on SF 1444 or bond paper.
Wien preparing a confornance request, the "Service Contract Act Directory of
Qccupations” (the Directory) should be used to conpare job definitions to insure
that duties requested are not performed by a classification already listed in the
wage determination. Remenber, it is not the job title, but the required tasks that
determ ne whether a class is included in an established wage determ nati on.

Conf ormances nmay not be used to artificially split, conbine, or subdivide
classifications listed in the wage determ nation.
