Scope of Work

Procure, Deliver and Install Permanent Boom

Pier 23, Tacoma, Wa.

1. Location and History.  Pier 23 is located on Commencement Bay, between the Hylebos and Blair Waterways.  The street address is 401 Alexander, Pier 23, Tacoma WA 98421.  Pier 23 currently is composed of a wooden section constructed prior to WWII and a concrete extension that was added in 1946.  Overall length is 1,134 linear feet and it is generally 56ft wide.  The wooden section is approximately ½ the total pier length and is currently scheduled for replacement.

2. Purpose.  The purpose of this Scope of Work is for the procurement, delivery and installation of a permanent boom under the entire length of U.S. Army Reserve Pier 23.  The wooden section of the pier is scheduled for replacement to be handled under a separate contract, during this replacement, the boom installation contractor will be required to re-mobilize to the project site and relocate that portion of the boom located under the wooden section of the pier to under the concrete section of the pier.  After completion of the replacement contract the contractor is required to replace the boom to its original location.

3. Particulars.  Pier length is identified as 1,134 linear feet but for contract purposes 1,300 linear feet of boom is to be provided.  All anchors and other hardware associated with the installation of the boom are the responsibility of the contractor.  No separate payment is authorized.  This permanent boom is to be of suitable design and integrity to serve the purpose for which it is intended.  Method of boom attachment is at contractors’ discretion but any attachment to shore, pilings, anchors or bottom shall be suitable to allow sufficient rise and fall of the boom with daily and seasonal tidal variations.

All men and equipment necessary to the delivery, installation, relocation and replacement of the boom are the responsibility of the contractor and all costs should be included in the bid amount.

As soon as practical after award this contract, the Contracting Officer (CO) will designate a Contracting Officers Representative (COR) to oversee and coordinate completion of this work.  A 70th Reserve technical POC will be designated to handle day-to-day activities as necessary. Relocation:  The COR will notify and schedule the relocation of the boom with the installation contractor prior to the start of work on the wooden section of the pier. Relocation shall be completed not later than 2-calendar days prior to the start of pier work.

Replace:  The boom shall be replaced to its original location within 5-calendar days after notification to replace by the COR.

** UNIFORM ALLOWANCE **

If employees are required to wear uniforms in the performance of this contract
