1.   DESCRIPTION OF WORK: 
 

1.1. Bid Item 0001:  Provide all plant, labor, equipment and materials, and perform all work in strict accordance 
with the Statement Of Work to provide a 38’ wide x 12’ high metal stud and drywall acoustic barrier wall in 
the control room at Libby Dam, Libby, Montana. 

 
2. ITEMS OF WORK BID ITEM 0001: 
 

2.1. New Work: 
2.1.1. The contractor shall remove the existing carpet in the area of the new wall. 
2.1.2. Provide 6”-25 gauge metal studs 16” on center with bottom and top track as indicated.  Bottom track 

shall be fastened with powder actuated fasteners.  Top track and studs attached to the wall shall be 
fastened with toggle bolts spaced at 24” on center.  Contractor shall provide lateral bracing for the 
new wall.  Bracing shall be attached to the window curtain mullions as required. 

2.1.3. Provide acoustical insulation in the new wall.  Insulation shall be 2.5 pcf nominal density, 5” thick, 
“Thermafiber” by US Gypsum or approved equal.  Installation shall be as recommended by the 
manufacturer. 

2.1.4. Provide expanded metal sheeting under 1 layer of 5/8” type X drywall to the window side of the new 
wall and 2- layers of 5/8” Type X drywall on the control room side.  Window side shall be taped, 
control room side shall be taped, finished and painted with one primer coat and two finish coats of 
latex enamel paint.  Wall finish shall match that of adjacent walls.  Painting shall be performed by 
brush and roller.  Spraying will not be allowed. 

2.1.5. Provide one 12”x 12” access panel 18” AFF, 19’ from the East wall and one access panel/door to 
facilitate a personal inspection of the cavity.  Access panels shall be acoustically rated. 

2.1.6. Project electricians will provide new phone/data and electrical outlets in the new wall.  The 
contractor shall coordinate with the project for the installation of the new outlets. 

2.1.7. Provide 4” vinyl base on the new wall.  Base color shall match existing. 
 

3. CONSTRUCTION PHASING AND RESTRICTIONS: 
 

3.1. Work Coordination:  All work must be coordinated through Mr. Charlie Comer, telephone 406-293-7751 X-
213. 

3.2. The contractor shall coordinate with the project electricians for the installation of the electrical devices prior 
to the installation of the drywall. 

3.3. Interface with Building Occupants:  The work shall be planned and accomplished so that there shall be a 
minimum of interference and inconvenience to the occupants.  The contractor shall make every effort to 
minimize the presence of dust.  Measures shall include as a minimum are as follows: 
3.3.1 Perform all cutting operations outside of the control room. 
3.3.2 Utilize vacuum sanders for the drywall finishing process. 
 

3.4. The Contractor shall observe all local, state, and federal regulations while performing this  
contract and all construction will meet or exceed applicable industry standards. 
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4. CONSTRUCTION FACILITIES AND TEMPORARY CONTROLS 
 

4.1. The Government shall make available to the Contractor, from existing outlets and supplies, reasonable 
amounts of potable water without charge.  The Contractor shall reasonably conserve potable water 
furnished.  The Contractor at their own expense shall install and maintain  necessary temporary connections 
and distribution lines and shall remove the connections and lines prior to final acceptance of contruction. 

4.2. Subject to available supply, reasonable amounts of electric current shall be made available by the 
Government without charge to the Contractor for performing work at the work area.  The Contractor shall 
carefully conserve electricity furnished. 

4.3. A staging area shall be provided for the contractor as directed by the COR. 
4.4. Work shall be performed between the hours of 06:30 AM and 5:00 PM Monday through Thursday unless an 

alternate work schedule is approved by the COR. 
4.5. The Contractor is responsible for security of his own property and security of Government property when 

construction activities affect existing security measures.
