SECTION 07413 - METAL ROOFING AND SIDING



1.  General (Metal Roofs):  There are a variety of metal roof profiles utilized on McChord AFB, utilizing both standing seam and the clip-type rib.  Both panel width, rib spacing, and rib height vary from building to building with the majority of roofs having a panel width/rib spacing of 16, 18 and 24 inches, and a rib height of 2 to 3 inches.  In an effort to maintain consistency, especially between new and existing adjacent buildings, the Base architectural section will be contacted for determination of actual rib spacing and height for all scheduled projects involving metal roofing.  Panels shall be either steel or aluminum and shall have a factory color finish.  



	a.  Color:  Metal roofs at McChord AFB will fall into two categories of color incorporating an exterior paint finish consisting of a baked-on 0.2 mil corrosion resistant primer and a baked-on 0.8 mil polyvinylidene fluoride (PVF2) finish coat totaling a nominal 1.0 mil dry film thickness.  The interior finish consists of a 0.15 mil corrosion resistant primer with a 0.35 mil off-white backer.  The two colors are typically available from most manufacturers as a standard color and are as follows:



		1)  Facilities housing aircraft e.g. nosedocks, hangars etc. will receive the following color: Federal Standard (Fed Std) 595(b) color #36463 (grey).  This color is equal to BHP “Old Town Grey”.



		2)  All other facilities:  Federal Standard (Fed Std) 595(b) color #30051 (dark brown).  This color is equal to BHP “Weathered Copper”.



	b.  Gauge:  The minimum gauge for metal roofing is 24-gauge steel or 0.032” aluminum, with a UL Class-90 Wind Uplift performance rating.



2.  General (Metal Siding):  There are a variety of metal siding applications utilized on McChord AFB.  They range from flush insulated metal sandwich panel to a standard box-rib panel fabricated from coil stock.  In an effort to maintain consistency, especially between new and existing adjacent buildings, the Base architectural section will be contacted for determination of actual metal siding profile.  Panels shall be either steel or aluminum and shall have a factory color finish.



	a.  Color:  Metal siding at McChord AFB will have only one color, incorporating an exterior paint finish consisting of a baked-on 0.2 mil corrosion resistant primer and a baked-on 0.8 mil polyvinylidene fluoride (PVF2) finish coat totaling a nominal 1.0 mil dry film thickness.  The interior finish consists of a 0.15 mil corrosion resistant primer with a 0.35 mil off-white backer.  The only acceptable color will equal Federal Standard (Fed Std) 595(b) color #37150 (light beige).  This should be considered a CUSTOM COLOR as required by most manufacturers.  The specifications must be written ensuring that the custom color is provided.  On smaller projects where a minimum quantity is typically not met for custom color requirements, the specifications will be written requiring the contractor to purchase the minimum amount of coil stock or panels (thus ensuring the custom color), with the remaining unused portion being turned over to the Base for future maintenance on the facility.  The specifications cannot be written stating that the siding color will be selected from the manufacturer’s standard line of colors.  This is not acceptable.
