SECTION 09900 - PAINTING

1.  Base Facilities:


a.  Exterior Painting:  McChord AFB has adopted an overall base paint color scheme for both base facilities (not including military family housing MFH) and associated site amenities, consisting of two colors (light beige and dark brown) as indicated by the following Federal Standard 595(b) - “Colors Used in Government Procurement”.  The exception to this is the application of the “grey” color for facility roofs which house or maintain aircraft.  The color grey for both standing seam metal and elastomeric coatings on barrel-vaulted hangars may be applicable depending upon the function.  The light beige color provides the facility ‘base’ color, while the dark brown adds the distinctive trim and appropriate highlighting to the facility and site amenities.  The Federal Standard 595(b) colors are as follows:



-  No. 37150 (light beige)



-  No. 20062 (dark brown)



-  No. 36293 (grey)

The application of the dark brown (Fed. Std. #20062) trim color shall be as follows:



-  Building Surfaces:




--  Doors/Frame (including rolling overhead doors/frame)




--  Fascia (except for factory-finished associated with standing-seam roof)




--  Gutters, metal copings and drip-edge flashings (except for factory-finished





associated with standing-seam roof)




--  Posts and railings for exterior stairways or ramps   



-  Site Amenities:




--  Bollards




--  Transformers




--  Fire Hydrants




--  Post-Indicator Valves




--  Traffic Sign Backs (when not provided with brown reflective sheeting)




--  Chain-link fencing (when not factory-finished PVC brown)




--  Aluminum or wrought-iron fencing (when not factory-finished PVC brown)




1)  Designer is instructed to not use the term “Park Service Brown” for any paint colors.  This term is reserved for reflective and non-reflective brown adhesive sheeting associated with exterior signage (see Specification Section 10430).




2)  Designer is instructed to not highlight louvers, exhaust fans, exterior staircases (except for railing), and vent stacks.  These items should blend into the background and match the adjacent surfaces.  Downspouts should be the same color as the walls (when walls are painted).      


b.  Interior Painting:  All interior painted wall surfaces of administrative offices (or other similar functions where personnel are performing work) shall receive an “eggshell” finish.  All other painted wall surfaces (e.g. restrooms, janitor closets, storage) shall receive a semi-gloss finish for ease of maintenance.

2.  Military Family Housing:  


a.  Exterior Painting:  McChord AFB is currently in the process of installing vinyl siding on existing and new proposed housing units.  During the interim, painting of existing wood finishes shall follow the exterior paint color guidance as provided by AMC Housing Standards.  Acceptable colors are pastel yellow, light blue-gray, light golden-tan, white, light gray, tan, and warm gray and as approved by Housing Management.  Trim colors must compliment associated siding and masonry veneer colors.  Each house will be provided a unique color in comparison to the adjacent units, following an overall comprehensive color scheme as determined by the Base.  Gutters and downspouts at Military Family Housing shall be factory-finished “White”.


b.  Interior Painting:  All housing units shall be provided with an “Orange-Peel” textured gypsum skim-coat followed by an “eggshell” or semi-gloss paint finish.  Walls typically in bathrooms and kitchens are to receive semi-gloss finish on both walls and ceilings.  Doors and wood trim shall be provided with a semi-gloss enamel finish when not scheduled for stain/varnish.
