SAFETY AWARD PROGRAM
1.  PURPOSE.  The purpose of this appendix is to establish the Seattle District's annual safety award.

2.  APPLICABILITY.  This appendix is applicable to all project and area offices within the District.

3.  REFERENCES.

4.  POLICY.  Safety awards will be utilized to recognize significant safety program achievements and performance in the operation of Seattle District installations and activities throughout the year.

5.  BENEFIT.  To encourage a safe and healthful working environment and to motivate employees to participate in the safety program.  This award will provide favorable recognition and promote safety and health throughout the District.

6.  TYPES OF AWARDS.  


a.  Safety Award for Outstanding Operating Project.  The award will be given based on ratings from the safety management evaluation of each project/area office, safety inspection records, and any proactive safety achievements.


b.  Safety Award for Outstanding Construction Area or Field Office. The award will be given based on ratings from the safety management evaluation of each project/area office, safety inspection records, and any proactive safety achievements.


c.  District Commander's Safety and Occupational Health Performance Awards (Contractor).  This annual award is presented in the form of a Commander's plaque to the Area, Resident, or Project Office with the best contractor safety record in the District.  The Safety and Occupational Health Office (SOHO) must receive nominations by 1 December each year for review.  The SOHO will submit its recommendations to the Commander for his approval.  Nominations will contain the following information:



(1)  Office name.



(2)  Person in charge.



(3)  Period of time covered by award.



(4)  Man-hours of exposure.



(5)  Injury frequency and severity rate.



(6)  Amount and number of property/equipment/vehicle damage losses.



(7)  Nature of work activities, major hazards, safety program, special initiatives in SOH, SOH training, and any other pertinent information necessary to provide a sound justification to properly evaluate the nominees.


d.  Contractor Award for Safe Performance.  This award recognizes construction contractors for achieving a significant accident prevention record.



(1)  Timeframe:  Nominations must reach USACE Safety and Occupational Health Office by 15 February following the year for which the nomination is made.



(2)  Factors for consideration may include:  extraordinary frequency or severity rates achieved while performing high hazard work; extended number of employee hours or days worked without a lost time accident; and demonstrated excellence in the management, or initiatives, of a company safety and occupational health programs as demonstrated by a continuing downward trend in the number of accidents or injuries.



(3)  Nominated contractors shall have received an outstanding rating in the safety rating element of the official performance evaluation, SF 1420.  In addition, nominees shall have demonstrated positive initiatives to comply with EM 385-1-1 and OSHA requirements.
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
