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The following revision shall be made to the Guide Specification for all projects which are to be constructed by, or under the direction of the Seattle District Corps of Engineers.





This addendum is based on the March 1989, Notice 5 (May 93) version.  The following paragraphs are to be added to this specification when the project contains gypsum board suspended


ceilings.





Paragraph 3.1.6  Ceiling Framing





3.1.6.1  Space 8-gage hanger wire 48" o.c. along carrying channels and within 6" of ends.  Hanger wire shall receive three full turns around itself in making attachment to structure, inserts, pins, or embedded loops.  Each hanger wire shall support 300 lbs. without failure.





3.1.6.2 Install 1-1/2" carrying channels 48" o.c. (24" for fire rated construction) and within 6" of parallel walls and cut short of abutting walls 1/2 inch plus or minus 1/4 inch.  Saddle-tie


hanger wire to carrying channels with three full turns around itself.  At splices interlock flanges, overlap ends 12" and secure each end with double strand 18 ga. tie wire.  Stagger splices.  Level main runners to a tolerance of 1/4" in 12'-0", measured both lengthwise on each runner and transversely between parallel runners.





3.1.6.3 Erect furring channels at right angles to carrying channels and spaced at 16" o.c.  Secure at crossings with double strand 18-gage tie wire saddle tie.  Wire ties shall receive three full twists.  Furring channels shall be located within 2 inches of walls.  At splices, nest furring channels with at least 8" overlap and wire tie each end with double strand 18-gage tie wire.
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
