Signs-

Construction signs in place longer than 3 months, shall comply with base standards

Galvanized square tube steel post w/ brown cover (POC Ed Page, CEOHH x42957)

New sign painted Park Service Brown (fed std 595 B20062) on back of sign

Salvage post and sign for the gov’t after construction

Conform to MUTCD

Construction signs in place less than 3 months

New or like new condition

Back of sign painted Park Service Brown (fed std 595 B20062)

Mounted on metal support painted park service brown--no mounting on wooden barricades

Ballasted to withstand 30 mph winds

Conform to MUTCD 

Signs other than MUTCD standard traffic control signs 

White lettering on park service brown background

Design sign in plans and specs (size, font, letter height)

Consider having typical custon signs available provided by gov’t (example Road Closure sign) 

Screen Fencing (brown fabric on 8 ft chain link fence)

Pulled taut, poles plumb, maintained throughout the life of the project

Fastened with black or brown colored nylon ties w/ tails clipped

Designed to withstand 50 MPH wind

Designer to determine if exposure warrants spec requiring taking fabric off of the chain link fence from November thru March to avoid wind damage.

Safety fencing

Orange color only

New or like new condition

Installed in neat and workmanlike fashion

Straight

Taut

Plumb

Cones 

Use for temporary traffic lane closures for daylight only

Use reflectorized lane delineators or lighted barricades for permanent traffic revisions

Use barricades to protect and mark site hazards

If utilized, cones shall be new or like new, uniform size, and placed in an orderly fashion: in line w/ uniform spacing

Traffic Control Plan

Traffic control plans shall be submitted for GA approval and shall conform with requirements in the MUTCD
